Augustana - Augustana is off to a 4-1 start, its best start since 2004-05 when the Vikings
won their first 4 games of the season…The Vikings are also 3-1 on the road…The
Vikings have shot well early this season. As a team, Augustana is shooting 45 percent
overall from the field, 39 percent from 3-point range and 77 percent from the free throw
line…Joey Ryan had a pair of 20-point outings last week. He scored a season-high 20
points against Mary before erupting for a season-high 23 points against Minnesota-
Crookston. He scored all 23 of his points in the first half on 9-for-11 shooting, including
5-for-7 from 3-point range…Nick Olson is averaging a team-high 14.6 points per game
this season and is the only player on the team to score in double figures in all 5 games
this year.

Minnesota Duluth - The Bulldogs, 5-1, are still off to their best start in a decade...Bryan
Foss was named the Co-Most Valuable Player of the American Family Insurance Clas-
sic after he averaged 21 points and eight rebounds in the two contests...Foss is shoot-
ing 50 percent from the field through six games...Jordan Nuness was also named to the
All-AFIC Team after he averaged 21 points a game this past weekend...Nuness is cur-
rently 25-of-46 for 50 percent from the three point arc...Four players are averaging in
double figures for UMD.

Minnesota State - MSU held Michigan Tech to under 80 points, in its win last week,
marking the 100th time that MSU has held an opponent under head coach Matt
Margenthaler. The Mavericks are 79-21 in such games...Saturday’s game against West-
ern State will be the 1,850 game in program history...The Mavericks are 21-7 in 28
games during the month of November under Margenthaler...Senior G Luke Anderson
surpassed Brian Koepnick on the school’s all-time scoring chart in Tuesday’s loss at
Concordia-St. Paul...Anderson has 1,795 career points.

St. Cloud State - The Huskies won two straight over the weekend, posting a 76-50 win
over previously undefeated Concordia-St. Paul and beating previously undefeated MSU-
Moorhead 68-66...C Eric Bergstrom came off the bench Friday to score a career-high 27
points and pull down a career high 11 rebounds to record his first double-double as a
Husky...G David Dreas made three free throws in the final :39 seconds to seal Saturday’s
win. Dreas finished the game with 27 points, which included 22 first half points...G
Dusty Wabiszewski, in his first collegiate start as a Husky on Friday, scored nine points,
dished out six assists and collected four steals. He averaged seven assists over the
two games.

South Dakota - The Coyotes have yet to string together consecutive wins or losses this
season, alternating results in each game...F Eric Hall has averaged 19.7 ppg and 6.7
rpg while shooting 66.7% from the field and beyond the arc since becoming USD’s
“sixth man” three games ago...South Dakota has rallied from halftime deficits to win two
games this season, including Saturday’s victory over Chadron State...USD had never
played Chadron State before Saturday, but will play the Eagles for the second consecu-
tive time on Thursday in Chadron...Hall and swingman Dylan Grimsley have both reached
double-digits in scoring in all seven games this season.
