The Notebook
Augustana - Augustana’s 86-68 win over St. Cloud State guaranteed the Vikings a first-round
home game in the NCC Tournament. It is the first time the Vikings will play a home game since the
NCC Tournament was reinstated in 2000-01…Corey McIntosh recorded his first career double-
double with 22 points and a career-high 11 assists in Augie’s win over St. Cloud State…The Vikings
have been playing well at home over the past 4 games. The Vikings have shot over 50% from the
field in every game and have a 55.2 field goal percentage during that span. They are also averaging
81 points and 33.5 rebounds per game. Conversely, opponents are shooting 39% from the field
while averaging 65 points and 29 rebounds per game … Augustana will conclude the regular
season on Thursday at South Dakota. A win over the Coyotes would give the Vikings either the No.
2 or No.3 seed for the NCC Tournament.

Minnesota Duluth - F Brian Sykora had an outstanding Saturday as he scored a career-high 32
points and pulled down 10 rebounds to record his eighth double-double of the season but even that
wasn’t enough to carry UMD past #16 USD as the Bulldogs fell 79-70 in their final home game of the
season...By scoring 32 points, Sykora became the first Bulldog player to score over 30 points
since 2004 when Sean Seaman tallied 32 against Wayne State ...G Jordan Nuness chipped in 13
points in his last home contest...The Bulldogs shot 47.5 percent for the game while the Coyotes
shot 46.9 percent...USD out rebounded UMD 37-28.

Minnesota State - The Mavericks have won the NCC regular-season championship for the third
consecutive season, becoming the 10th team in league history to win at least three consecutive
league crowns…C Atila Santos has pushed his double-double streak to eight games…Santos has
16 double-doubles on the season, 20 in his career and nine in his last 10 games…G Jesse Clark
has not turned the ball over in two games, playing 60 minutes of action in those two contests
combined…In league play, Clark has 57 assists to 12 turnovers…He has gone without a turnover
in league play seven times this season…Thursday’s win against Augustana marked the 1,100th win
in program history and the 100th win in the Taylor Center…A season-high 3,142 fans turned out for
last Thursday’s game against Augustana.

Nebraska-Omaha - The Mavericks’ win at North Dakota Saturday gave them their fifth 20-win
season in the past eight years...Mitch Albers erupted for 19 second-half points, including one
stretch in which he scored eight straight points to give UNO the lead for good late in the second
half...UNO returns home to host Minnesota Duluth Thursday night and Minnesota State Saturday
night to close the regular season...The Mavericks have assured themselves of a home game in the
opening round of the NCC tournament on March 5....Denny Johnston has moved into 7th and
Michael Jenkins to 8th on the school’s career three-point field goal list.

North Dakota - UND bids farewell to the NCC when it hosts Minnesota Duluth on Saturday…Earlier
this month, the Sioux dropped an 88-80 decision to the Bulldogs in Duluth…The Sioux are coming
off a 96-88 home loss to UNO on Saturday and a 91-68 setback at #16 South Dakota on Thursday…G
Travis Bledsoe enters the final game of the regular season shooting 47.8% from three-point range,
which is on pace to edge Hunter Reinke’s school record of 47.7% in 1999-00…Meanwhile, team-
mate Ervin Youmans is aiming to graduate as the school’s all-time leader in career three-point
accuracy. Youmans enters Saturday’s game a 44.2% lifetime shooter from beyond the arc, which
tops Travis Tuttle’s (1993-97) school record of 43.6%.

St. Cloud State - Huskies fell in only game of the week, 86-68 to Augustana, the region’s seventh-
ranked team…After trailing by just five at the half, SCSU was held scoreless for nearly the first five
minutes of the second while the Vikings went on a 9-0 run stretching their lead to 16…SCSU was
unable to get closer than 12 the rest of the way…David Dreas led the Huskies with 18 points and
is now just one-point shy of second place all-time at SCSU…Dusty Wasbizewski had 11 assists
marking his third straight game with 10 or more, and fourth time in the last five games…Wabiszewski
now has 408 career assists, and is just the fifth SCSU player to top the 400 mark…The Huskies will
close the 2007-08 season this Saturday, Mar. 1 on the road at South Dakota…In their first meeting
in St. Cloud, SCSU scored the 75-71 upset on senior night.

South Dakota - #16 USD improved to 21-4 with wins over North Dakota and Minnesota
Duluth…USD’s win over North Dakota locked up the team’s fifth-straight 20-win season and 15th

overall…USD had four players average double-digits in points this past weekend…The Coyotes
shot 82.1 percent from the foul line in their two wins, making 55-of-67 shots…They were 30-of-36
from the foul line in Thursday’s win over UND…Jesse Becker, Eric Hall and Dustin Little combined
to go 40-of-43 from the foul line this past weekend…Hall made all 10 of his free throws while Little
missed just once in 19 attempts…Little scored a season-high 20 points in the victory over the
Sioux. He was 12-of-12 from the foul line while also grabbing eight rebounds and dishing out four
assists…Dylan Grimsley scored 20 points in the Coyotes win at UMD, he was 8-of-13 from the
field.
